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The crab fishery generally occurs on
softbottom habitat along the shelf.
Dungeness crab are generally not found
deeper than 91 m (50 fm), while rock
crab may be slightly shallower. Therefore,
landings reported further off the shelf
should be considered cautiously, as
known reporting errors exist. High
landings in blocks offshore of the shelf
and in line with block 486 are commonly
reporting errors that are artifact of an older
reporting system.
